If bre
adjustments are needed please see'the troubleshooting
section before you proceed.

& Mixing your fuel, and o1l

The engine requires a 321 ratio misture of fuel, and
It is VERY INPORTANT vou iz your fuel propetly
avoid engine faflure or damage. Ilising your fuel is v
gasy. To get your 321 ratio rmuiwture simply use 1 gal
of super unleaded 21 octane fuel, with 4 ounces of 2
cycle engine oil

All newr motors need to be brolen in. To break in
your few motor, tun it We recomtnend not giving i
throttle for the 1st 10-15 minutes of use. After that
catt 1et it rip!

going through the clear fuel line. The primer bulb i
on the bottom of the carburetor.

Step 3 - Put the cholie lewer it the up position. The

Step 4 - Pull start the engine. A good starting techr
is to pull the cord 3 titmes with no throttle. Then o
cord 3 times while giving the scooter half throttle,
back and forth. Scooter should start within 3-5 pul

atep 5 - Leave the choke on until the motor warms
Thiz should only talee 30 zeconds to | minute. One
tnotor is wartn put the chaoke lever in the down po
You are altnost ready to ride!

It iz important you always give the entire scooter
a once over hefore every ride to malce sure all of
the screws, mats, and bolts are secure. If sotneth

the wheels to malke sure they operate smmoothly. 1
cotnponents appear to be worh out call the serwic
center and order parts right away, Every part on

& Aar Filter

Check theair filter regularly. If it requires cleanir
he sure to remove it first. To retnove the filter o
trst lonsen the flathead screw on the O-ring cla
located on the side of the filter. ¥ou can clean it
wartn soapy water, We reconmend you clean v
air filter every 1-2 mmonths if you use the scooter

regularly.
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& Brakes

Being able to stop iz more important than being able
to go. Bo always be sure to check your bralkes, and
adjust themn when necessary.

To adjust the caliper/hrakes locate the allen head bolt
center of your caliper. You tnust loosen the locking ¢
that secures the allen head bolt. MNewxt turn the allen
bolt to adjust pads. Cloclowise tightens the brakes an
Counter cloclowize will loosen them.

You can alzo adjust the alignment of the caliper. This
center the caliper over your disc.

& Transmission / Clutch

The scooter iz equipped with a centrifugal clutch ty
transrnission. This makes it 20 you do not need to
change gears. So driving your scooter is as simple ¢
giving it gas to go, and squeezing the brales to stop

& Carburetor

The carburetor is attached to the motor right behine
air filter. If you usze your Scooter on a regular basis
should newer have to do anything to your carbureto
the scooter sits for a long period of time it may get
gurmumed up and need cleaned. To clean carb remov
and spray it inside and out with catb cleaner. If this
doesnt fizz the problem you may need to replace the
carburetor.

Femove the 2 screws, (see diagram below). MNow
the carh/cholie assembly can be detached from the r
Iulake sure wou closely ohzerve what order the

parts are in, and check the gasket between the carbu
and the motor. If the gasket is worn, replace it. Wor
or missing gaskets will make the engine wery hard to
if it starts at all. MNow that you have rernoved the car
spray it down with some carb, and cholze cleaner, at
re-install ewery part in the reverse order as removed.

To checl: the sparle sitnply ¢
the plug from the tnoter, and re-install the tip of the ¢
hack into the wire sleeve. Mext grab the spark plug b
onto the wire slesve and touch the threaded part of ]
spark plug against the steel motor head, and pull the
cord. You should see a small spark at the gap of the
plug.
